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REFLECTION: 
In the gospel this Sunday Jesus meets people while they doing their ordinary daily work of fishing and mending their nets on the sea shore. They weren’t on their knees praying in the temple or the synagogue. Jesus called these men by their own names, so he must have seen them before and known them. Today in the same way, Jesus continues to call us by our name. This is how personally and intimately God knows and loves each of us. Jesus calls us wherever we are, regardless of who we are. He breaks into our world through our ordinary daily lives and activities. Jesus has not stopped calling people to follow him. Today we are the ones he looks at, calls by name and says, ‘Come follow me.’ Those in the gospel dropped everything they were doing and followed Jesus when he called them. This was all very sudden and dramatic. Our response may not be as quick and decisive. But it doesn’t need to be. We all follow Jesus at our own pace, in our time and in our own way. The important thing to remember and realise is that Jesus never stops calling us by our name. He is still inviting us to follow him with these words, “If you want to be disciple, come, take up your cross and follow me.”

So, you might have noticed that my homilies often mention the importance of going to confession. And maybe that’s encouraged you to go, or maybe it’s been a bit annoying and left you wishing “ohh Fr can you please stop going on about this.” Well, don’t worry, I don’t want us doing things we don’t understand or want to do either. Our faith is about growing in desire for Christ, so confession should never be forced upon us. And so, I want to take the next few weeks to explain the importance of this sacrament. And hopefully we’ll see, it’s not just Fr Anthony who wants this for us, but Christ.  

Why do we need the sacrament of confession? 

In his letter to the Corinthians St Paul explains that our faith is a great treasure. It’s the best thing about our life. Still, he says “we carry this treasure in clay jars.” And most obviously this means our bodies are fragile, but there’s a deeper meaning too. Our spirit is also fragile. We’re prone to cracking emotionally, mentally, and spiritually. We easily feel distant from God, and even when we want to draw closer, we do things we don’t want to do. Quite simply, we need to be reconciled to God. And this is what Baptism does.

Yet, experience tells us it’s not quite that simple. Baptism does remove original sin and reconcile us to God, but we still struggle with sin after that. So, why is that? It’s because certain consequences of sin remain after baptism. The most obvious of these are suffering and death but another consequence is an inclination to sin. Traditionally, this is called concupiscence, and it means our desires contain "the tinder for sin” (tinder is the stuff used to start a fire). That sometimes our desires fan the flame of temptation and make it bigger. And this is something we must all deal with no matter how holy we are. God lets us wrestle with it because it makes our faith stronger. It means we must deliberately choose God, or as the Catechism explains it, every athlete must fight for his crown. So, even after Baptism we often sin and need to reconciled with God. That’s why Christ gave us the sacrament of confession.

But why do we need to confess to a priest?

Well, because it’s what God wants. In the Gospels he’s constantly forgiving sins, and he tells his Apostles to do the same, “If you forgive the sins of any, they are forgiven; if you retain the sins of any, they are retained.” But why can’t we just tell God we’re sorry directly? Well maybe we can, but God wants us to confess to priests, not because he needs it but because we need it. You see, we tend to rationalise and explain our sin away. And if we never have to verbalise it, we can almost pretend like it’s not there. Have you ever had the experience in confession where it’s hard to say what you’ve done? It’s tempting to use vague words to try and make it sound not so bad, because it’s hard to take ownership of what we’ve done. But confessing our sins out loud to a priest really helps us with this. What’s more the priest can give us good advice; he can encourage us, and we can hear that we’ve been forgiven, that we’re loved, and that we’re his sons and daughters. All of this would be missing if we simply told God in our mind. God knows our humanity and he loves it, and the sacrament of confession gives his mercy a human face. We’ll continue talking about confession for a few weeks, but if you’re interested in a good resource right now, try: Pocket guide to the Sacrament of Reconciliation by Fr Josh Johnson and Fr Mike Schmitz.
